-Harold noted that there are about 1000 young adults that come to Argonne to intern each year.  Some internships are longer than others.

-Harold suggested that the club should target schools and build relationships with them.  

-Vanessa Mendez inquired on how the funding works for the internships.  Harold said the funding for internships are available to us; there is no need to raise money for it.
